Possible function of EBSA 
(Highlight relevant one(s))
	To avoid stimuli at school, that cause feelings of anxiety or low mood (e.g. noise, crowds, transitions)
	To avoid unpleasant or stressful social or academic situations in school (e.g. exams, social pressures)

	To elicit attention from significant others (e.g. wanting to stay at home with a parent or carer)
	To access tangible reinforcers outside of school (e.g. access to games or TV)
